You can also use social media to find hidden
work, e.g. a contact might direct you to a job
that's not advertised.

Search for advertised job vacancies on
networking sites like LinkedIn. 

You can apply through your LinkedIn
profile or upload your CV.

Keep your profile updated and make it as
appealing as possible to recruiters.
