Thinking of ideas of where to look for a work experience
placement can, however, be a challenge...

Rather than trying to find the ‘perfect’ opportunity,
we encourage students to look for a placement that
ticks as many boxes as possible.

Instead of focusing on one specific job role, students could consider the
wider industry. For example, it may not be possible to get work experience
in a hospital, but students could instead explore other healthcare settings
like a dental practice, nursing home, or GP clinic. These will all provide
valuable, relevant experience to learn from, and reflect on in their future
applications.

Students can also think about the transferable skills
that are relevant across industries to help find a

For students who are feeling stuck about where
to look for a placement, help is at hand.

Step 1: Open the latest email in your school
account with the subject heading: NYBEP &
ConnectEd Work Experience App Invitation.

Step 2: Scan the QR code in your email to
download the app. This QR code is unique to
each student, so please do not share it.

Step 3: Submit your Industry Preferences.

It is important for students to complete the
short quiz before their placement to
generate ideas, and to be able to reflect on
whether their preferences have changed
once they complete the placement.

Step 4: Students need to Identify their Skills by
completing the Skills Builder Assessment.

Step 5: Make a list of:

* Things you might like to do when you leave school; Your hobbies and
interests; Jobs you have seen people doing that look interesting; Skills you
would like to develop.

* Now try to think of any work experience opportunities that could link to
your ideas.

Once students in Year 10 or 12 have completed steps 1-5, they can
complete this Microsoft Form to request further help from the Careers
Team.
